to hepatitis B and C: we lack data to measure our progress in the fight
against these infectious diseases.

We will be reflecting on how we can improve the data situation in
Switzerland and will attempt to close some of the gaps. Moreover,
we will discuss what policy makers need to make the right public
health decisions.
